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General 
Colleagues
After a successful initial workshop on the 28th Sept 2020 where we made some preliminary decisions, there has been progress in most of the Participating Organizations.
Shared workspace 
· TM Forum established a working space and email reflector to facilitate discussion in October 2020. Links to space are included in Annex C.
· Membership of TM Forum AN SDO workspace has grown in participation ( ~50 interested participants) (see participant list in the Shared Workspace) 
· TM Forum has been in discussion with the IEEE Autonomous Networks, IETF Autonomous Networks, and the ITU Focus Group on AN (FG-AN) and we are including them in this communication as it makes sense to have the widest participation and to share the efforts needed.
Meeting Challenges
For many organizations, scheduling 2-hour workshops in an already busy SDO calendar can prove difficult. Participant interest comes from a global set of time zones (PST to Asia Pac / Oceania)
and this means that scheduling of monthly workshops between 09:00-12:00 UTC may not accommodate all participants.
· The agreement to focus on largely technical topics is necessary but not sufficient for a successful outcome.
· TM Forum and other SDOs believe that there is a need to plan our joint activities with an agreed roadmap to achieve a well-defined, and well-scoped vision.

Proposals 
Expand participation 
Based on approaches from these organizations we propose to expand the participant list to include representatives from
· ITU-T Focus Group on Autonomous Networks
· IEEE Future Networks Initiative
· IETF Working Group on Autonomous networking
Meeting proposals
Given the meeting duration constraints, we propose that two series of meetings to cover planning work and technical work. The primary purpose of this formal liaison on to establish a date for InterSDO planning discussion. 
For Action: Inter SDO Planning and candidate topics:
Meeting dates to be agreed - The proposal is to hold two meetings over the next 2 months Candidate for first call in W/c 1st March 2021. We would suggest a couple of hours 10:00-12:00 GMT/UTC on Monday 1st or Wednesday3rd March 2021 Or Friday 5th March 2021.
We propose to establish a couple of planning meetings with the Leadership of the SDO to develop a Roadmap that sets out:
· create a Shared SMART vision, goals and roadmap with results in or before 2022
· Candidates for including in Roadmap / plan include: 
·  Joint catalysts / PoC 
e.g. Demonstrating AN interoperability between independently developed AN using only common agreement
· Use cases for catalysts 
· Interactions and interoperability specifications
· Testing and verification mechanisms
