3	Justification
SA6 has studied 5G-enabled fused location service capability exposure under the study item FS_5GFLS. The study work has been concluded. The conclusions are captured in 3GPP TR 23.700-96 and provide a good overview of what is to be continued into normative phase and impacts to other working groups. Furthermore, work item "5G-enabled fused location service capability exposure" (5GFLS) for SA6 normative work was approved in TSG SA Meeting SP#98e.
Therefore, impacts on protocols and interfaces under CT WGs’ responsibilities are foreseen and the related work in CT WGs should be carried out within Rel-18.
4	Objective
The objective of this work item is to develop the specifications under remit of CT WGs for the stage 2 requirements agreed under the stage 2 work item 5GFLS. Work will start only when normative stage 2 requirements are available.
