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In the recent meetings of TSG GERAN several enhancements for Gb have been presented and approved ref[1],ref[2]. Additionally it has been proposed to introduce a more efficient streaming support for Gb ref[3]. The remaining outstanding issue is the provision of conversational services for the packet domain.

It is proposed, that the feasibility study in GERAN should be narrowed down to focus only on support of conversational services, as requested over several meetings by operators ref[4].
