Justification

The existing GERAN specifications support the Um interface signaling mechanisms required to perform PS handover to/from an MS operating in A/Gb mode. The working assumption for Generic Access (as specified in 3GPP TS 43.318 and 44.318) has so far been that requirements on GERAN should also apply for Generic Access. However, various specifications currently lack procedures applicable for PS handover between GERAN/UTRAN mode and GAN mode as follows:

· A description of a mechanism by which an MS can indicate it supports PS Handover between GERAN/UTRAN and GAN mode. 
· A description of PS handover preparation and execution phase activities performed by a target or source GANC.

· A description of a mechanism by which a source GANC can determine the System Information applicable to a target BSS.

· A description of new Up interface control plane messages required to support PS handover between GERAN/UTRAN mode and GAN mode.
