UE cat.M1 & NB1 were introduced in REL-13 WIs LTE_MTCe2_L1 & NB_IOT for certain bands.

In REL-14 additional bands were added to UE cat.M1 & NB1 via REL-14 WIs LTE_MTCe2_L1_cat1_B25_B40 and NB_IOT_R14_bands (in a release-independent way starting with REL-13). UE cat.M2 & NB2 were introduced in REL-14 WIs LTE_feMTC & NB_IOTenh for certain bands.

In REL-15 additional bands were added to UE cat.M1 & NB1 via REL-15 WI LTE_bands_R15_M1_NB1 (in a release-independent way starting with REL-13). In REL-15 additional bands were added to UE cat.M2 & NB2 via REL-15 WI LTE_bands_R15_M2_NB2 (in a release-independent way starting with REL-14).

In REL-16 band 7 and 65 were added for UE cat. NB1/M1 and band 42 and 43 were added for cat. M1 in a release-independent way starting with REL-13. In REL-16 LTE bands 7 and 65 for UE cat. NB2 and band 42 and 43 for cat. M2 were added in a release-independent way starting with REL-14 and LTE bands 42 and 43 for UE cat. NB1/NB2 were added in a release-independent way starting with REL-15.

For this REL-17, LTE bands 24 and 48 were added for cat. M1 in a release-independent way starting with REL-13 and for cat. M2 in a release-independent way starting with REL-14. LTE bands 48 was added for UE cat. NB1/NB2 in a release-independent way starting with REL-15.
