Justification

In LTE networks, more features have been introduced from Rel-9 to Rel-13, e.g., eICIC, eMBMS, NAICS, eCOMP, and etc. which benefit from synchronisation of the network to be able to provide better performance than without synchronisation. Thus it is foreseen that there are more and more reasons for the operators to consider synchronization in their LTE networks than in the past.
Currently there is no standardized way of time synchronization for all the LTE networks. Some existing mechanisms can be implemented to work for this purpose, e.g., GPS/GNSS, IEEE1588V2, and other solution based on network listening. However the restrictions need to be taken into account, like cost, hardware upgrade for all the sites, and limitation of the scenarios. Hence it is worthy investigating radio network based solutions with reduced cost for implementation. 

To simplify the deployment of a well synchronized network, we are proposing to further study the network based solutions. Meanwhile this will be also beneficial for FDD/TDD joint operation.
4
Objective

4.1 Objective of SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI

The objectives of this study item are to study the network based synchronization solutions in LTE networks. .
· Study the possible radio network based methods to provide a low cost way for the operators to synchronize their LTE networks where the current synchronization mechanism(s) does not work.
· Avoid duplication of functionalities with respect to specified functions, in order to maintain costs and complexity to the minimum.
Only the solutions without UE impacts should be taken into account in this study item. Only solutions providing a synchronisation accuracy comparable with existing solutions and meeting current requirements should be taken into account. This study will not revisit the techniques which have been studied by RAN1 in Rel-12 for the small cells enhancements study.
