Fare: 3500YEN 

Time: approximately 120 minutes (depending on traffic condition)

Airport Limousine Bus Service is a convenient method of transportation. The buses bound for the Yokohama City Air Terminal (YCAT) run frequently, about every 20 minutes. It takes about 10-15 minutes on foot from YCAT to the 3 hotels.  You might want to take a taxi at YCAT to your hotel, which will cost about 800yen and take about 5 minutes, depending on the traffic.

All Limousine buses are equipped with toilets and public telephones.
