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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA1 for their work so far on AIPN. SA2 would like to inform SA1 that SA2 has started the work on System Architecture Evolution (SAE), which is stage 2 work of part of the AIPN work, stage 2 impacts steaming from supporting mobility between heterogeneous accesses and from the LTE work item in RAN. At the recent TSG SA#28 meeting it was commented that the relationship between AIPN and SAE should be appropriately clarified within SA2. Based on this SA2 like to inform SA1 that the term AIPN is not used as a network domain in the System Architecture Evolution TR (23.882) in SA2. In the SAE work SA2 is currently investigating different architectural solutions and where to place functionality to best support the requirements. 
The requirements developed by SA1 on the AIPN are taken into account when developing the evolved architecture and SA2 currently treats requirements on the AIPN as requirements on the overall system and investigates the best solution to meet these requirements. SA2 shares SA1’s view that the evolved architecture only covers the packet switched domain and shall be optimised for IP traffic and multiple types of accesses (existing and future).
It should be noted that the SAE work does not cover the evolution of the IMS domain. It is SA2’s understanding that AIPN includes requirements on the IMS domain as well and requirements from AIPN affecting IMS will be addressed in other [future] work items.
SA2 understands that SA1 is developing a new Technical Specification to specify the AIPN service requirements and SA2 looks forward to future feedback from SA1 on the progress of this work.

2. Actions:

SA2 kindly asks SA1 group to take the information above into consideration when progressing the work on AIPN. SA2 also requests that SA1 provide feedback on the progress of the work on the Technical Specification for AIPN service requirements so this work can be taken into account in the SAE architectural work.
