The LMF shall include the UPP-CM cause IE in the USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REJECT message to identify the reason why the USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message is rejected.
The following value of the UPP-CM cause IE can be identified:
a) Insufficient resources.
Upon reception of a USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message from the UE, if the LMF detects the resources for LCS-UP are insufficient, the LMF shall include the UPP-CM cause IE indicating "Insufficient resources" in the USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REJECT message.
b) User authorization failed.
Upon reception of a USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message from the UE, if the LMF detects the UE is not authorized for LCS-UPP, the LMF shall include the UPP-CM cause IE indicating "User authorization failed" in the USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REJECT message.
c) Network failure.
Upon reception of a USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REQUEST message from the UE, if the LMF detects an error situation in the network, the LMF shall include the UPP-CM cause IE indicating "Network failure" in the USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT REJECT message.

UPP-CM cause values
Cause #01 – Insufficient resources
	This UPP-CM cause is used by the UE or the network to indicate that the requested service cannot be provided due to insufficient resources.
Cause #02 – User authorization failed
	This UPP-CM cause is used by the network to indicate that the requested service was rejected due to a failed user authorization.
Cause #03 – Network failure
	This UPP-CM cause is used by the network to indicate that the requested service was rejected due to an error situation in the network.
Cause #04 – PDU session establishment failed
	This UPP-CM cause is used by the UE to indicate that the requested service was rejected due to a failed establishment of a PDU session.
