RAN1 thanks RAN4 for the LS (R4-2403489) on providing the RAN4 agreement and asked RAN1 whether RAN1 has defined or will define any solution to handle the impact of SRS transmission for BW aggregation on other channels/signals.
To answer RAN4’s question:
RAN1 has defined the solution to handle the impact of SRS transmission for BW aggregation on other channels/signals. The solution has been specified in TS 38.214 v18.2.0:

When an SRS resource configured in a CC without PUSCH or PUCCH is linked for bandwidth aggregation with an SRS resource configured in an active UL BWP of another CC, there is a guard period during which the UE is not expected to transmit or receive other signals or channels, subject to UE capability.


As specified in TS 38.214, for an SRS resource for BW aggregation in a CC without PUSCH/PUCCH, there is a guard period during which the UE is not expected to transmit or receive other signals or channels. That is the solution defined by RAN1 to handle the impact of SRS transmission for BW aggregation on other channels/signals.
