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Introduction
This contribution addresses RRC correction for Release 18 mIAB, in particular the RILs S265 and S266 raised during Release 18 RRC Q2 ASN.1 review of 38.331 V18.1.0 [1]. 

Discussion
[bookmark: _GoBack]S265 and S266 are the following RILs on 38.331 V18.1.0 [1]: 
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Having the gNB-ID-Length in SIB1 present is related to the agreement in RAN3#121bis on gNB-ID-Length: 

RAN3 assumes that the parent cell supporting mobile IAB access should always broadcast gNB-ID-Length in SIB1, and the mIAB-MT should be able to decode this information.

The issue raised in RIL S265 and S266 is that the specification states that gNB-ID-Length field needs to be present for a cell if the mobileIAB-Support is signalled. This means that in a deployment of multiple PLMNs per cell, that all PLMNs have to signal the extended gNB-ID-Length, where potentially only a single PLMN supports mobile IAB. 

As an example consider a cell that signals two PLMNs, PLMN#1 and PLMN#2. PLMN#1 supports mIAB as only PLMN#1 has core network support for mobile IABs and PLMN#1 thus broadcasts gNB-ID-Length. PLMN#2 would have to broadcast gNB-ID-Length even though it does not support mobile IAB. 

We think that the above can be solved by ensuring that the requirement to signal gNB-ID-Length when mobileIAB-Support is present is for a specific PLMN rather than a cell. For S265 the issue is the same for NPNs, thus if S266 is agreed then the same principle applies to NPN. We thus propose

Proposal 1: Agree RIL S266 – gNB-ID-Length is present in a PLMN-IdentityInfo element if mobileIAB-Support is present in the PLMN-IdentityInfo.

Proposal 2: Agree RIL S265– gNB-ID-Length is present in an NPN-IdentityInfo if mobileIAB-Support is present in the NPN-IdentityInfo.

Conclusion
In this contribution we have the following observations and proposals:

Proposal 1: Agree RIL S266 – gNB-ID-Length is present in a PLMN-IdentityInfo element if mobileIAB-Support is present in the PLMN-IdentityInfo.

Proposal 2: Agree RIL S265– gNB-ID-Length is present in an NPN-IdentityInfo if mobileIAB-Support is present in the NPN-IdentityInfo.
