	(Reaons #1): 3MHz support on (e)RedCap for NTN is not supported in current release, such statement is missing in current specification.

(Reaons #2):In clause 5.3I, there is a sentence on the RB number limitation for eRedCap UE with reduced BB BW capability: “When UE supports IE supportOfERedCap-r18 and does not support IE eRedCapNotReducedBB-BW-r18 the requirements in this specification apply with maximum transmission bandwidth of 25RBs for 15 kHz SCS and 12 RBs for 30 kHz SCS for PDSCH and PUSCH”

The transmission bandwidth in above text can be interpreted as contiguous allocation and therefore, the statement is conflicting with RAN1 specification TS 38.213 where 25 RB for PDSCH allocation can be either contiguous or non-contiguous for eRedCap UE with reduced BB BW capability. The text in TS 38.213 is quoted below:

In this clause, the term 'UE' refers to a RedCap UE that indicates supportOfERedCap.

A UE that has not indicated eRedCapNotReducedBB-BW does not expect to transmit a PUSCH over a bandwidth that is larger than 25 PRBs for 15 kHz SCS, or larger than 12 PRBs for 30 kHz SCS, per hop in a slot.

A UE that has not indicated eRedCapNotReducedBB-BW does not expect to process a PDSCH reception that is scheduled by a DCI format with CRC scrambled by a C-RNTI, CS-RNTI, MCS-C-RNTI, G-RNTI for multicast, or G-CS-RNTI, or is associated with a SPS PDSCH configuration activated by a DCI format with CRC scrambled by CS-RNTI or G-CS-RNTI, over a number of PRBs that is larger than 25 PRBs for 15 kHz SCS, or larger than 12 PRBs for 30 kHz SCS, in a slot.

The text above in TS 38.213 does not limit contiguous or non-contiguous allocation for PDSCH for eRedCap with reduced BB BW capability. Therefore, TS 38.101-1 should align the RB # limitation description for eRedCap on PDSCH with clause 17.1A in TS 38.213.
