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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution provides the background on removing Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure to SL Positioning Client UE through 5GC.
1. Discussion
For the overall privacy profile development, “Reply LS on LS on UE Ranging/SL Positioning privacy profile” (S2-2309830/S3-234480) is sent from SA2 to SA3, stating that 
	Regarding to UE Ranging/SL Positioning privacy profile, SA2 agrees with SA3 that it is used, among others, to indicate whether the Ranging/SL positioning service exposure to 5GC NF, AFs, and SL Positioning Client is allowed. SA2 believes the content of UE Ranging/SL Positioning privacy profile will be developed by SA3 in TS 33.533, which will be referenced by SA2 in the corresponding Ranging/SL Positioning specifications.


Based on the above LS, it is assumed that SA3 is responsible for the definition of UE Ranging/SL Positioning privacy profile, and SA2 will align with SA3 on the related solution development.

On SA2#161/SA3#115 meeting, how to handle SL Positioning Client UE privacy check for Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure through 5GC was discussed in both SA2 and SA3, several options were proposed:

· List of allowed SL Positioning Client UE for the Target UE stored in the UDM
· List of allowed SL Positioning Client UE for the Target UE stored in the GMLC, and a default SL Positioning Client UE allowed/disallowed for the Target UE is added in the UDM
· UE notification and verification for exposure to Client

However, no consensus could be reached in either SA2 or SA3.
2.
Proposal
Considering that the definition of privacy profile should be stable and completed in time, it is proposed to remove Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure to SL Positioning Client UE through 5GC in TS 23.586 and TS 33.533, so that the contentious issue becomes a non-issue.
