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Abstract: This PCR provides the initial Table 14.1.5-3 for consolidation discussions.
1. Introduction
The remaining potential requirements need to be consolidated prior to sending to SA for approval and publication. This pCR provides the latest version of the CPR table as the basis for discussions at this meeting.
2. Reason for Change
S1-254020 was the initial basis for this pCR. With modifications from SA1 #112 (Dallas) and #112 ad hoc (January e-meeting).

There was a proposal from Qualcomm to split the table into two (but there was no further information on what CPRs would populate what separate table):
1) Data Collection and Consumption - 6G System Data (group all CPRs talking about 6G system data, for which there is a definition about)
2) Data Collection and Consumption - Others (group all others)
Differences from the latest draft version:
· Removed initial CPRs if alternative(s) were proposed
· Removed CPRs if company proposing them requested them to be removed/withdrawn.
· Removed comments no longer needed (Table moved, alignment notes)
· Cleaned up Table numbering (to align w/TR) and CPR numbering
· “Split” system data into one Table (-1) and non-system into “Other” Table (-2).
· Removed PR from Clause X.1 (data retention for LI). That PR remains in Table 14.1.2-2: Lawful Interception
· Removed PR 5.9.2.2-4 as it will be addressed in Table 14.1.2-1: Security and Privacy
· Moved PR 7.5.6-1 to Table 14.1.10-1: ISAC to be addressed.
· Moved PR 12.5.6-1 (spectrum scanning) to Table 14.1.3-1: Resilience to be addressed.
· Added PR 6.32.6-3 from Table 14.1.8-1: General AI requirements for 6G system
· Added PR 11.7.6-1 from Table 14.1.14-1 – UAV, UAM and aircraft.

	Subject to operator’s policy, regulatory requirements , , and subscriber permission, the 6G network shall support means to collect data from multiple 3GPP UEs (e.g. XR device, High-resolution camera, 3D scanner, depth sensors etc.) associated with a subscriber, within an given timeframe, and aggregate associate the collected data for a given application based on the request from an authorised third party. with one application of the subscriber.
