SA2 thanks RAN3 for their work and CRs on this topic.

SA2 have considered how to align TS 23.501 to the TS 38.413 CR in R3-241058 and have concluded (see attached technically correct but not yet agreed CR to TS 23.501) that alignment requires complex, RAN specific, operator configuration in the AMF that still results in potentially flawed performance (e.g. no ability to independently restrict handover/redirection from NR to WB-EUTRAN-LEO (e.g., for higher cost subscriptions) and from NR to LTE-M-LEO (e.g., for lower cost subscriptions)).

Hence SA2 request RAN3 to consider this topic again and ideally add the full set of codepoints into the NGAP (and XNAP) signalling. 

Separately, SA2 wonder whether RAN 3 wish to provide handover/redirection control to restrict Rel 18 TN-eRedcap device mobility to TN-WB-EUTRAN while permitting mobility to TN-LTE-M, e.g. by adding a TN-LTE-M codepoint into the NGAP Mobility Restriction List.
