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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT1 for identifying the issue related to ATSSS rules provisioning in EPC.
In Rel-17, it is agreed that the PDN connection established over 3GPP access, which is a user-plane resource of an MA PDU session will be considered as a regular PDN Connection to the MME and SGW since the support for ATSSS is transparent to MME and SGW.
In Rel-18, the solution to support MA PDU Session establishment with non-3GPP access connected to EPC and 3GPP access connected to 5GC extents the APCO to provide the ATSSS rules since this does not break the principle that the support for ATSSS is transparent to MME and SGW.
In order to keep the mechanism over 3GPP access aligned with the one over non-3GPP access, SA2 agrees that the ATSSS rules cannot be provided via untrusted non-3GPP access to EPC as specified in the attached CR. Therefore, the ATSSS rules will be provided to the UE via 5G NAS.
SA2 asks CT1 to take the above information into account.
