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1. Overall Description:
In SA WG2 Meeting #172, for conclusions for AIML_CN_Ph2 KI#2 Use Case#1 (“AI/ML-assisted user plane traffic pattern and behaviour analysis to support efficient performance of User Plane”), agreed conclusions in TR TR 23.700-04 v1.2.0.
SA2 also discussed whether OAM can be the analytics consumer was discussed and agreed that it this will be further determined in the normative phase, and one NOTE1   in the conclusions reflects this issue.

[bookmark: specVersion]The related conclusions was left in clause 8.1.2 of TR 23.700-04 v1.2.0 are, which is excerpted below. 

-	A new Analytics ID "Abnormal user plane traffic" will be introduced for UC#1. The consumer may be SMF, PCF, UPF and AF.

NOTE 1: Whether OAM can be the Analytics consumer will be determined in the normative phase, coordination with SA WG5 is needed.
-	The output analytics, both statistics and/or predictions, include at least:
-	Identification of the traffic flow (e.g. traffic flow descriptors).
-	Type of abnormal traffic.
- Information of the detected anomality, such as (e.g. malformed, unexpected traffic volume, burst, etc.), malicious (e.g. DDoS).
-	Volume, rate or burst size of abnormal traffic.
-	Identifiers/addresses of UPF(s), interface if applicable, list of UE(s), list of PDU session(s) affected by identified abnormal traffic type.
-	Identifiers/ information of the traffic source, e.g. IP packet filter(s), IP Protocol (TCP, UDP, etc.), application ID, etc.
-	Time window (e.g. start, duration).

SA2 has also started normative work and agreed the attached related CRs against TS 23.288.

It is expected that an analytics consumers will use Analytics ID "Abnormal user plane traffic" to take mitigation actions against the detected abnormal user plane traffic.
Therefore, SA2 would kindly request SA5 to take this into consideration and provide feedback on whether the OAM system can be an analytics consumer of the "Abnormal user plane traffic" Analytics ID provided by the NWDAFon the above issue.
