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[bookmark: _Toc153444965]6.6.3.2	Security of 5G ProSe PC5 Communication for 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-UE Relay without network assistance
The security procedure in clause 6.2 is used to establish a secure PC5 link between the End UE and the 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-UE Relay without network assistance with the following modifications.
-	The RSC is included in the DCR message.
-	Upon receiving the Direct Communication Request (DCR) message from the Source 5G ProSe End UE which includes an RSC and if the Network Assistance Security Indicator associated with the RSC indicates the security procedures without network assistance are required, the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay needs to make sure it is provisioned with valid long term credentials, and thus, supports the security procedures without network assistance prior to initiating said security procedures. If the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE Relay does not support the security procedures without network assistance, it shall reject the Direct Communication Request message.    
-	The Direct Communication Accept message is sent to the Source End UE after security establishment between the 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-UE Relay and the Target End UE is successfully completed.
