Definitions of terms, symbols and abbreviations

3.1
Terms

For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].


Customer Premises Network: a network located within a premise (e.g. a residence, office or shop), which is owned, installed and/or (at least partially) configured by the customer of a public network operator as defined in TS 22.261[x] . Dedicated network entities of NPN can be deployed in customer premises that are outside the control of the PLMN operator.
Operator premises network: Network entities of NPN can be deployed in operator premises that are under the control of the PLMN operator.
