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At the SA4#125 meeting, the IVAS codec was selected, and the initial version of the IVAS Floating-Point Software was agreed by SA4. After the subsequent approval at SA#101 it is now available as TS 26.258 in v. 18.0.0. An update on the floating-point code was presented in [1].
Since then, additional work on reviewing, testing, and maintaining the software is ongoing under the framework of the IVAS Public Collaboration. As a result of this work, a snapshot of the code was made available in [2] as the initial codebase for the IVAS Fixed-Point code development. In agreement with Ittiam, this code-base was updated with a more recent snapshot [3] on November 28th, 2023, in order to relay various bug-fixes and improvements which were made to the floating-point code also for the fixed-point code. In the meantime, porting of the fixed-point code and testing/bug-fixing for both code bases is ongoing.
It has been considered to submit a maintenance CR at SA4#127 to make an updated version of the IVAS Floating-Point code available. However, since this code is in any case publicly available on 3GPP Forge and since the work on the IVAS floating-point and fixed-point code is still in progress, the IVAS Public Collaboration companies believe that there is little value for 3GPP in proceeding with such CR at the present stage. The source companies instead expect to submit a maintenance CR with a new version of the IVAS Floating-Point code together with the initial version of the fixed-point code. This would a) synchronize fixed- and floating-point code bases with respect to all corrections and b) avoid too many versions, which might be confusing to the industry.
The IVAS Public Collaboration is working transparently and in public. Interested parties can follow the progress of the work on 3GPP Forge at https://forge.3gpp.org/rep/ivas-codec-pc/ivas-codec/. Open issues can be followed in the issue tracker, and ongoing fixes in the merge requests.   
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
