5.X Use case#<X>: <Intent negotiation> 
5.X.1 Description
There are two potential scenarios of intent negotiation.
First is intent negotiation when the result of intent fulfillment feasibility check is infeasible.
In TS 28.312 [1], intent feasibility check information is provided after MnS producer automatically performs feasibility check when the MnS producer received the intent creation or modification request from the MnS consumer. If the result of intent fulfillment feasibility check is feasible, the MnS producer performs the service or network management tasks to satisfy the intent instance. In case the result of intent fulfillment feasibility check is infeasible, MnS producer notifies the MnS consumer the reason of infeasibility and corresponding recommendations, then the MnS consumer makes a decision how to handle the issue that intent is infeasible, e.g.update the intent, suspend the intent, delete the intent, etc.  
-    In order to improve the flexibility of intent-driven management services, when the result of intent feasibility check is infeasible, MnS producers and MnS consumers are allowed to negotiate on targets or expectations, such as providing suggested values of targets or expectations for MnS consumers to choose when MnS producers decide to update their intents to make it feasible.
Second is when the new high-priority intent conflicts with the existing intent.
-    In the face of potential intent conflicts, if the new high-priority intent is expected to be satisfied, it may be necessary to suggest modifying the earlier low-priority intent expectation. Through intent negotiation, the rejection of new intenti is avoided, and more than one intent can be satisfied.
5.X.2 Potential requirements
INT_ NEGOT_REQ-1 The MnS producers should support the ability to negotiate intents with MnS consumers. for example, when the result of the intent feasibility check is infeasible or there are potential conflicts among multiple intents, MnS producers use the intent report to instruct MnS consumers the suggested values of targets or expectations for MnS consumers to make the intent feasible.
INT_NEGOT_REQ-2 The MnS producers should support the ability to enable MnS consumers to express their preference for the proposed modification. For example, MnS consumers are allowed to give feedback on the modification methods suggested by MnS producers, such as approval or disapproval (reasons for disapproval), or the priority of potential different solutions.
