4.1	General
As defined in TS 22.137 [x], Integrated Sensing and Communication (ISAC) combines sensing and communication capabilities to support various use cases such as commercial, automotive, public safety, and emergency services. The 3GPP system architecture for ISAC has been studied in TR 23.700-14 [y], which covers architectural enhancements, service operations, and procedures which may have charging impacts. Potential charging impacts may include new charging scenarios and requirements of sensing service based on the system architecture and service procedures to support sensing which is differentiated from other communication service.
