Having one common OpenAPI part for the Nchf which then refences all the domains, subsystem, and services level YAML-files. Using the current TS 32.291 [8] as an example, it would mean that the current TS32.291_NchfConvergedCharging.yaml it would mean to change from $ref: '#/components/schemas/SMSChargingInformation' to $ref: 'TS32.291_Nchf_SMSChargingData.yaml#/components/schemas/SMSChargingInformation', for all domains, subsystem, and services level attributes. In this example the TS32.291_Nchf_SMSChargingData.yaml would be its own file with its own version handling.
