	GenAI applications leverage generative models to provide GenAI services which introduce traffic patterns and service expectations that differ from traditional applications.


4.1.x.z 	GenAI service
As described in SA1 TR 22.870 [X] clause 6.26, GenAI applications are emerging as key service enablers in 6G network, offering services such as real-time image generation, multimodal assistants and interactive chatbots. These services introduce traffic patterns and service expectations that differ from traditional applications, characterized by burst traffic with stringent low-latency requirements to support real-time responsiveness, unpredictable bandwidth demand due to dynamic and multimodal content, and high reliability requirement particularly for prompt delivery and content generation accuracy. It requires 6G system to provide efficient QoS assurance mechanisms for burst traffic to optimize resource efficiency and assure QoE. SA1 TR 22.870 [X] also proposes that the 6G network shall be able to collect charging information based on unique traffic characteristics pertinent to e.g., specific GenAI applications, or enhanced/guaranteed user experience.
