 With this enhancement, the performance metrics that an MnS consumer can collect on a given managed object (represented by the dataNodeSelector attribute) is defined. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Accordingly, when an MnS producer receives a request for performance metrics collection from the MnS consumer (i.e., When the MnS consumer creates the PerfMetricJob MOI(see clause 4.3.31 of TS 28.622[Y5]) on the MnS producer), it checks if the requested “performanceMetrics” on a managed object is part of the configured “allowedPerformanceMetrics” for the MnS consumer for that managed object (represented by the dataNodeSelector attribute) in the AccessRule class. If this is the case, the MnS producer will authorize the performance metrics data collection request from the MnS consumer and begin the performance metrics collection and reporting as per the configured intervals.
