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	Reason for change:
	The main procedure for Anonymization of MDT data for management based MDT in 5G are as follows:
1. Attribute “anonymizationOfMdtData” has been defined in TS 28.622 which specifies the level of anonymization of MDT data for management based activation, it will be sent in TraceJob which are specific for MDT or any combination of MDT.
2. If the anonymization indicates that the IMEI-TAC is required, The gNB should send the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message to the AMF containing the privacy indicator IE based on Job Type.
3. AMF shall look up the IMEI-TAC and send to the TCE if the privacy indicator indicates logged MDT or immediate MDT.
Continuous management-based MDT for gNB has been introduced in Rel-19, a new job Type named “IMMEDIATE_MDT_AND_ LOGGED_MDT” is added but support for anonymization of MDT data is missing.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	As RAN3 give principle said “Solutions for Continuous MDT shall not have an impact on the 5GC”. The solution is proposed to remove the word "only"  for gNB "logged MDT" to extend the scope.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Missing anonymization of MDT data support to continuous management-based MDT.
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In case of UTRAN/E-UTRAN the anonymization of MDT data depends on the configuration parameter received at the MDT configuration. There are two levels of anonymization:
-	Using IMEI-TAC.
-	Not sending any identity to the TCE.
In case of NG-RAN the anonymization of MDT data depends on the configuration parameter received at the MDT configuration. There are two levels of anonymization:
-	Using IMEI-TAC.
-	Not sending any UE and subscriber identity to the TCE.
If the anonymization parameter value is not known or the anonymization indicates that no identity should be sent to the TCE: 
-	For E-UTRAN the eNB should not send the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message to the MME. 
-	For UTRAN the RNC should not send the UPLINK INFORMATION EXCHANGE REQUEST message to the SGSN/MSC Server.
-	For NG-RAN the gNB should not send the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message to the AMF. 
If the anonymization indicates that the IMEI-TAC  is required: 
-	For E-UTRAN eNB should send the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message to the MME and shall put the following in the privacy indicator IE based on Job Type:
-	"immediate MDT" if the Job Type parameter indicates Immediate MDT. 
-	"logged MDT" if the Job Type parameter indicates Logged MDT Only.
-	"logged MDT" if the Job Type parameter indicates Logged MBSFN MDT. 
-	The gNB should send the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message to the AMF and shall put the following in the privacy indicator IE based on Job Type:
-	"immediate MDT" if the Job Type parameter indicates Immediate MDT. 
-	"logged MDT" if the Job Type parameter indicates Logged MDT Only.



MME shall look up of the IMEI-TAC and send to the TCE if the privacy indicator indicates logged MDT or Immediate MDT 
-	For UTRAN the RNC shall send the UPLINK INFORMATION EXCHANGE REQUEST message to the SGSN/MSC Server with IMSI information. SGSN/MSC Server shall find the corresponding IMEI and send the IMEI-TAC to the TCE.
AMF shall look up the IMEI-TAC and send to the TCE if the privacy indicator indicates logged MDT or immediate MDT.
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
