     Description

In an intent-driven management system, the MnS consumer sends an intent to the MnS producer. It is up to the producer how the intent is fulfilled. However, this approach sometimes may give rise to a problem when the producer is using a fixed solution to deal with certain types of intents.  For example, the producer may be using sub-optimal means to fulfil the intents which gives rise to intent negotiation between the consumer and the producer, i.e., the producer informs the consumer that certain targets in an intent cannot be fulfilled and they need to be changed.

This problem can be avoided if the consumer and the producer both agree to the steps taken by the producer to fulfil the intent without the producer disclosing specific details of each step. If the execution method is already agreed between the consumer and the producer, this pre-agreement helps to avoid negotiation.
