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1	Overall description
SA6  would like to inform SA2 that SA6 is currently looking into defining the application layer signalling to enable UE-satellite-UE communication for Mission Critical Services as part of the SID in SP-240296. 
SA6 believes that UE-satellite-UE communication is beneficial for Mission Critical communications (e.g., private and group MCPTT calls) in areas with no terrestrial network coverage, and it guarantees reliable MC services in case of NG-RAN outage. 
Furthermore, SA6 believes that Non-Geostationary Satellite Orbit (NGSO) with relatively low latency, (e.g., LEO systems) is beneficial for delay sensitive services, such as Mission Critical. 
Therefore, SA6 would like to draw the attention of SA2 to of the following NTN requirements for Mission Critical services applicationsof deploying a UPF network function in the NGSO satellite systems. So that SA6 can further study the application layer aspects related to functional model enhancements including the possibility of deploying MC service server in the NGSO satellite as part of the study mentioned above. 
1.	The UPF is deployed in the satellite
2.	The IMS is not required to be deployed in the satellite
3.	The Media Distribution Function and Floor Control Server (ref. Figure 7.3.1-1 of 3GPP TS 23.379) may be deployed in the satellite

As the concept of UE-satellite-UE communication is important for Mission Critical Services, SA6 would like to ask SA2 to take the above information into account when defining solutions related to MC services.
