Year 2003 Finance Status:
4.1 Budget allocation and First Quarter Expenditure

4.1.1 Mr. Scrase reviewed FFG document #3

4.1.2 The 2003 invoices and the 2002 credits were hand delivered to HoD’s at the Ottawa PCG/OP meeting.  Since China didn’t attend, and since the CWTS OP has been re-named/superceded, Mr Scrase has sent a letter to the HoD of CWTS to determine to whom the 2003 invoice should be sent.
4.1.3 Document #3 was then reviewed section by section

4.1.3.1 A minor error on a table in Section 1.2.3.1 of Document #3 was discovered.  The budget amount of 1620.95, in the table, was replaced by 1557.20.  When updated, document #3 will be re-issued to the FFG by Mr. Scrase.

4.1.3.2 Discussion items included Laboratory Testing of various coder devices, possible request for a back-up ciphering algorithm for F8 & F9, high speed rail-way communications (both for commercial use and internal rail communications), and the use of contingency funds.

4.1.5 It was noted that in the TTCN area, it is difficult to keep experts because they are constantly being brought back to their home companies due to ongoing needs.  MCC is now recruiting for TTCN experts.

4.1.7 European Friends sponsoring of meetings will cause even less costs for the MCC.

4.1.8 The TSG meetings in December will be somewhat expensive but Mr. Scrase expects the budget will still be ok for 2003.

4.2.1 Mr. Scrase described staff considerations (due to maternity leave, holidays, and contract employees re-assignments.  The projection from Mr. Scrase is that MCC will close the year 2003 within budget.
4.2.2 When considering the summer holidays and the budget estimates through the end of the year, there was consensus, among the participants in the meeting, that spending would be with-in the 2003 operating budget.

TTC has paid in full as of the end of May – where it says amount due is the invoiced amount and doesn’t take into account the credit due.
