The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for H1 2005 [3GPP/OP#14(05)06].  The summary of the presentation was that expenditure was as expected and that the year was expected to close within the budget.  The summary was noted.
6.3
2006 Budget and Partner Commitments 

The Secretary presented a proposed budget for 2006 which had been prepared and approved by the Funding and Finance Group [3GPP/OP#14(05)07].  The proposed budget led to an overall reduction of 2,2% when compared to 2005 and an overall 23% reduction since 2003.  It was noted that the guidance previously given by the Partners was to aim for a 5% reduction in 2006 but it was understood that achieving this level of reduction would result in an unacceptable degradation of service.  It was also noted that further budget reductions in 2007 were unlikely to be possible unless structural changes occurred within 3GPP.
