3GPP Partnership Issues

5.1
Report of UICC Standardization Ad Hoc Group

Mr Jongsoo Choi, on behalf of Dr Sungho Choi (UICC Standardization Ad Hoc Group Convenor), presented the results of the UICC Standardization Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/OP#29(13)09].

Mr Lang (ETSI) explained that, as a result of the Ad Hoc Group activities, ETSI had started an internal discussion on the future strategy for the smart card platform taking into account the potential for expansion into other sectors such as banking, personal identity, automotive etc.  The results of that internal discussion were expected in June 2013.  Until the results of that discussion were complete ETSI would not be in a position to conclude on the best place to perform the related standardization activities.  

After some discussion it was agreed that the report from the OP Ad Hoc Group should be considered as an Interim Report and that the group should continue with its work in defining the perceived problems with current arrangements.  Noting that Dr Sungho Choi was no longer able to convene this group, Mr Jongsoo Choi was appointed as Convenor.

Decision OP29/3:
Mr Jongsoo Choi appointed as Convenor of the OP Ad Hoc Group on UICC Standardization.
In parallel to that activity, ETSI would continue to develop its UICC strategy which would assist in determining the best place to undertake UICC standardization.  It is expected that a final report from the Ad Hoc Group will be presented to the October 2013 OP meeting.
