Introduction

In OP#29 meeting, it was agreed that the OP Ad Hoc Group on UICC Standardization continues to define the perceived problems with current arrangements, because ETSI was not able to conclude the related standardization activities until ETSI’s board meeting held in June 2013. The Ad Hoc Group was suggested to submit a final report to OP#30 meeting in October 2013.
Decision OP29/3:
Mr Jongsoo Choi appointed as Convenor of the OP Ad Hoc Group on UICC Standardization.
This document is a status report from the Ad Hoc Group made after the Partners were informed from the ETSI Director General in the end of June 2013 that ETSI decided to continue developing its UICC strategy.

Description of Current Status
After ETSI Board meeting held in early June, the ETSI Director General informed to the Partners via PCG email reflector in stating that: 

“In ETSI’s Board meeting held on 6th and 7th of June, it was approved that based on its current ongoing  work in TC SPC, ETSI strengthens its activities related to Smart Security and works in the coming years on delivering not only a smart and secure platform but also the necessary elements in the surrounding system: a smart secure system that can serve the purpose of many, using a generic platform and based on the consolidated requirements of multiple industries.

ETSI has encountered significant success with the TC SCP, by developing and maintaining a full suite of specifications, from requirement to fully fledged tests. It is very important that ETSI keeps such an approach of an end-to-end set of specifications, together with its skills and experience with Plugtests and interoperability services. In this way, ETSI will best serve the needs of growing and diverse markets while keeping the assurance of interoperability between the Secure Element, Terminals, external entities and applications in the Smart Security system.”
In addition, ETSI submitted a discussion paper [1] to OP#30, titled as “Status of ETSI discussions on secure platform standardization,” which is progress made at its Board ad hoc group on Smart Security Platform. According to the paper, the ETSI Board ad hoc group will continue the work under the working title “Smart Security” including UICC platform, and has a plan to complete the work until mid 2014.

Proposed Way Forward
Based on the fact that it makes progress at ETSI Board ad hoc group on Smart Security Platform, the OP Ad Hoc Group on UICC Standardization would like to take more time to define the perceived problem with current assignments, and to present a final report from the OP Ad Hoc Group to the OP#32 meeting in October 2014. In a sequel this report may be treated as an interim report from the OP Ad Hoc Group.

The OP Ad Hoc Group kindly requests the ETSI Board ad hoc group to inform the Partners on the status of its relevant activity when it makes progress.
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
