Mr Romero (PCG Chairman) gave a summary of the results obtained during PCG#32.  One matter had been brought forward for discussion in the OP meeting, that being the venue for the next meeting which is discussed under Agenda item 9 of this Report.
5
3GPP Partnership Issues

The Secretary presented correspondence that had been received from the Telecommunications Standards Development Society, India (TSDSI) in which the request had been made for Observer status in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#31(14)08].  Information was also provided on the qualifications which are required for Observer status to be granted.

Dr Asok Chatterjee (Executive Director TSDSI) gave a presentation on the background behind the formation of a Telecommunications SDO in India and the progress that had been made in forming TSDSI [3GPP/OP#31(14)11].  

It was noted than an applicant for Observer status might aspire to become either a future Organizational Partner or Market Representation Partner in 3GPP.  It was clarified that TSDSI aspired to become a future Organizational Partner.

The question arose concerning the IPR Policy of TSDSI and whether that policy had been completed or not.  Dr Chatterjee confirmed that the preparation of an IPR Policy was at an advanced stage, with the final version expected to be available within a matter of weeks.  It was also noted that the IPR Policy would need to be compatible with those of the existing Organizational Partners and that this had been taken into account by TSDSI in preparing the draft.

The question also arose concerning the recognition of TSDSI by the Indian Government with the view expressed that the current correspondence was not explicitly clear in this respect.  Dr Chatterjee assured the meeting that TSDSI had achieved the highest recognition possible but took note of the concern expressed and that there might be a need for further clarity.

In conclusion, the Partners approved the request for Observer status in 3GPP, noting that a compatible IPR Policy was not yet in place and that further clarity may be required with respect to recognition, should a subsequent request for Organizational Partner status be received.

Decision OP31/2:
TSDSI granted Observer status in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#31(14)08&11].
6
3GPP Funding

Mr Barclay (ATIS) proposed that, taking into account the recent financial situation and that the project had unexpectedly run into deficit, further steps were required to improving the ability of the Organizational Partners to make financial plans for the future [3GPP/OP#31(14)10]. Concerning the accountability of expenses incurred in 2013, it was understood that these concerns had now been largely addressed by contribution OP31_09r1 (see section 6.2 below). 

Looking at the uncertainties with respect to the legal expenses in 2014, it was proposed that more frequent feedback be provided to the Organizational Partners, both in terms of the status of the ongoing litigation and related financial implications.  It was agreed that such feedback would be provided on a monthly basis.

Action OP31/1:
Secretary to ensure that monthly feedback is provided to the Partners with respect to the ongoing litigation and associated financial implications [3GPP/OP#31(14)10].
Looking at financial plans for 2015, it was noted that the Funding and Finance Group planned to prepare a draft budget in September for approval at OP#32.  However, in order for Partners to prepare well in advance, the request had been made for an outline 2015 budget proposal to be prepared by end June 2014 using information available at that time.  The outline budget could then be updated in September.  The Funding and Finance Group was requested to undertake this task.

Funding and Finance Group to prepare an outline 2015 budget proposal by end June 2014 using information available at that time [3GPP/OP#31(14)10].

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

Mr Suzuki (Funding and Finance Group Chairman) presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#31(14)04].  The report led to two recommendations which are addressed in sections 6.2 and 6.3 below.

Summary of 2013 Income and Expenditure
The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for year 2013 [3GPP/OP#31(14)05].  It was noted that, putting legal expenses to one side, the project would have closed within the prescribed budget but that legal expenses had been of such magnitude as to take the project into deficit.  A more detailed explanation the legal expenses occurred in 2013 had been provided [3GPP/OP#31(14)09r1].  
Also presented was a summary of the financial transactions of 2013 and the calculation of the year end budget situation [3GPP/OP#31(14)06].
