Mr Romero (PCG Chairman) gave a summary of the results of the PCG meeting that had taken place the previous day and summarised the main decisions that had been taken.
5
3GPP Partnership Issues

The Secretary presented the request for Organizational Partner status in 3GPP that had been received from TSDSI [3GPP/OP#32(14)09].  TSDSI had been granted Observer status at OP#31, having demonstrated that they had been recognised by the Indian Government as the telecommunications standards body in India.  As supporting evidence for the request for Organizational Partner status in 3GPP, TSDSI had provided a copy of their recently approved IPR Policy.
As this request had arrived rather late to be fully considered at this OP meeting, the Organizational Partners were requested to conduct their own approval processes such that the application could be completed before the end of 2014.

In the submission made by TSDSI, leniency had been requested in respect of the financial contribution that TSDSI would be required to make as an Organizational Partner in 3GPP.  The primary reason for this request was that it was difficult to predict how many Individual members would seek access to 3GPP via the TSDSI Partnership and only experience would be able to provide a definitive number.  In response to this request, the existing Organizational Partners determined that the payment from TSDSI should at least be sufficient to cover the 20% of the annual budget which was raised by equal division among the Organizational Partners.  However, the remaining 80% of the budget, which was derived in proportion to the number of Individual members which each Partner has in the project, provided scope for leniency to be applied.  In conclusion, the Secretary was requested to seek clarification from TSDSI of a rough estimate of the Individual members which were envisaged to take part in 3GPP through TSDSI in 2015.  On the basis of this estimate, the 3GPP Heads of Delegation should be able to determine by correspondence an appropriate fee to be applied.
Action OP32/1: Secretary to request from TSDSI a rough estimate of the number of their Members that they envisage would participate in 3GPP in 2015 [3GPP/OP#32(14)09].
Action OP32/2: 3GPP Heads of Delegation to determine by correspondence an appropriate fee to be paid by TSDSI for 2015, taking into account the estimated number of members which TSDSI believe would participate in 3GPP during 2015  [3GPP/OP#32(14)09].

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

Mr Suzuki (Funding and Finance Group Acting Chairman) presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group that had taken place since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#32(14)04].  The report led to three recommendations which are addressed in the following sections.

6.2
Summary of 2014 H1 Income and Expenditure and Year End Forecast
The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for the first half of 2014 [3GPP/OP#32(14)05].  It was noted that, with the exception of the contingency, income and expenditure had been as expected throughout the first half year and that the 3GPP budget had been respected.  However, the settlement of the legal dispute with TruePosition had led to lower than predicted legal expenses that had been paid from the contingency.  The prediction indicated that 3GPP would close the year well within the prescribed budget with a total estimated surplus of approximately 450kEUR.

2015 Draft Budget and Partner Commitments
In view of the anticipated high legal expenses, the Partners had requested an early budget prediction for 2015 to be made available by June 2014.  That prediction had been prepared by the Funding and Finance Group and circulated to the Partners by correspondence [3GPP/OP#32(14)06].  

Now that a settlement had been reached with TruePosition, the Funding and Finance Group had prepared a revised budget for 2015 together with the schedule of payments needed from each Partner for the budget to be realised [3GPP/OP#32(14)07].  
It was noted that the workload within 3GPP remained high and that a similar level of support would be required in 2015 as in 2014.  In preparing the budget, account had not been taken of the costs associated with the support of the newly created working group SA6, but it was expected that the cost of this support could be covered by efficiencies gained within MCC.    After further consideration, the following budget lines were approved for project support, in accordance with the recommendation of the Funding and Finance Group:
