RE: PSCE application to become Market Representation Partner of 3GPP

Many thanks for your discussion with David Lund regarding our involvement in 3GPP activities on 28th July. 

As discussed, PSCE are coordinating the BroadMap project (www.broadmap.eu), where our partners are consulting the PPDR end user practitioner community in advance of an European Commission co-funded pre-commercial procurement (PCP) activity. Our partners represent 15 end users/potential buyers in 15 European countries. 8 our our partners represent the responsible ministry in their country.

BroadMap partners have recently carried out a series of workshops during the summer of 2016 with the purpose to gather opinions from the PPDR end user practitioner community with respect to validate requirements for EU interoperable broadband for PPDR. This study involved 242 PPDR organisations from 17 countries across Europe cumulatively gathering more than 600 participants, including practitioners from national police forces, fire brigades, emergency services, customs authorities, militaries, traffic agencies, post and telecom operators, mountain rescue services, port authorities, coast guards, as well as several national ministries of interior and defence. Further discussion with PDR end users will continue in the coming months.

With this unique view on requirements for EU interoperable BroadBand, PSCE would like to apply to become Market Representation Partner of 3GPP. With this partnership, we intend to represent this unique end user practitioner view to the 3GPP mission critical specifications. 

David recently attended 3GPP SA1#75 in San Francisco as observer which has helped us to understand the status of mission critical standardised functionality, and to gather an understanding of the 3GPP working processes. 

Initially the BroadMap project plans to carry out a gap analysis with regard to current mission critical requirements in 3GPP compared to the views gathered during our practitioner consultation as described above. It is expected that contribution will be made to SA1#76 in November to present any gaps found and offer suggestions for improvements to the standards. As we move forward, we expect further contribution to 3GPP standards to support the future phases of EC co-funded pre-commercial procurement (PCP) and public procurement of innovative products (PPI).

We believe that our market representation is truly unique, such that we only represent the true PPDR end users practitioners and buyers of 3GPP standardised technologies. 

It is understood that we may be required to present our application at the your partner meeting on 20-21 October. I can confirm the availability of David Lund on the 21st October to represent PSCE’s application during your meeting. Please inform us of the specific time and venue for the meeting.
