 As previously discussed, I am very pleased to present the application of the 5G Infrastructure Association (5G-IA) as a Market Representation Partner (MRP) in 3GPP.
Please let me introduce the origin and mission statement of 5G-IA.
 About The 5G Public Private Partnership (5G PPP)
5G PPP is a collaborative research program that is organized as part of the European Commission’s Horizon 2020 program – The European Union Program for Research and Innovation. It is aimed at fostering industry-driven research, which is controlled by business-related, performance and societal KPIs. The 5G PPP has a lifetime from 2014 to 2020 and is open for international cooperation and participation. Within this research and innovation framework, the European Commission, with the approval of the European Parliament, has committed 700M€ of public funds to supporting 5G PPP activities. Complementary private investment in the order of five times this amount is being provided by Industry, SME, and Research Institutes to realize the 5G-PPP vision. 5G PPP within the Horizon 2020 program of the European Union is the biggest research program in the world on 5G, which will be the future global communication network.
5G PPP main challenges and goals
The challenge for the 5G PPP is to secure Europe’s leadership in the particular areas where Europe is strong or where there is potential for creating new markets such as smart cities, e-health, intelligent transport, education or entertainment & media. The 5G PPP initiative will reinforce the European industry to successfully compete on global markets and open new innovation opportunities. It will “open a platform that helps us reach our common goal to maintain and strengthen the global technological lead”. Our key challenges for the 5G PPP: 
· Providing 1000 times higher wireless area capacity and more varied service capabilities compared to 2010 
· Saving up to 90% of energy per service provided. The main focus will be in mobile communication networks where the dominating energy consumption comes from the radio access network 
· Reducing the average service creation time cycle from 90 hours to 90 minutes 
· Creating a secure, reliable and dependable Internet with a “zero perceived” downtime for services provision 
· Facilitating very dense deployments of wireless communication links to connect over 7 trillion wireless devices serving over 7 billion people 
· Ensuring for everyone and everywhere the access to a wider panel of services and applications at lower cost 
About the 5G INFRASTRUCTURE ASSOCIATION (5G-IA)
The 5G INFRASTRUCTURE ASSOCIATION is the private side of the 5G Public Private Partnership. It is an industry led association committed to the realisation of 5G in Europe by 2020 for the benefit of both European society and industry. 
The Association is representing and addressing the interests of its members and associate members as well as Networld2020 European Technology Platform’s members towards the European Commission, other public authorities and stakeholders. The Association is cooperating with the EU Commission to develop the 5G work program in Horizon 2020, through a dedicated “Partnership Board” which discusses the work program and other activities of common interests to promote 5G PPP and its results globally. 
The overall objective of the 5G Infrastructure Association is to promote R&D in the networks industry in order to strengthen the networks industry in the European Union, to foster technology skills in Europe by attracting students, and to increase the competitiveness of the European industry by providing new tools and capabilities for manufacturing in Europe. In addition, the Association is working to mobilize the community and in particular SMEs in European collaborative research projects. It is the facilitator of the 5G PPP research program on the private side. 
In addition, the 5G Infrastructure Association is helping to address policy-oriented topics, which are not directly related to technical issues. The development of future networks also requires contributing to topics like standardization, frequency spectrum, other regulatory issues, how to address vertical sectors and international cooperation to support the development of globally accepted standards. The association has already established Memoranda of Understanding (MoUs) with counterparts in China, Korea, Japan and North America and signed a multilateral MoU with these counterparts for a series of Global 5G Events for information exchange and consensus building in preparation of future standards. 
The 19 first call projects in 5G PPP started on July 1, 2015 and are generating significant research results. Projects are present at international conferences and activities and impact the global development. In addition, the projects have established technology-oriented working groups and cooperation means across projects and are developing joint white papers. 
The 5G Infrastructure Association is looking forward for a further successful cooperation with 5G PPP projects, the EU Commission, Networld2020 and other stakeholders globally.
 As an MRP in 3GPP, the 5G-IA will be committed to meet the obligations listed in Article 7, i.e.:
· has the ability to offer market advice to 3GPP and to bring into 3GPP a consensus view of market requirements
(e.g., services, features and functionality) falling within the 3GPP scope;
· does not have the capability and authority to define, publish and set standards within the 3GPP scope, nationally or
regionally;
· has committed itself to all or part of the 3GPP scope;
· has signed the Partnership Project Agreement.
