A-OP41/01 Revised proposal for the handling of correspondence between 3GPP and the ITU to be prepared by the TSG RAN Chairman for PCG#43 [3GPP/PCG#42(19)25].

It was expected that this action would be discharged at PCG#44.

Results from PCG#43 and matters arising

The only matter brought forward from PCG#43 was the funding request from TSG RAN (continuation of TTCN development) which is already included in the budget proposal to this OP meeting.
5
3GPP Partnership Issues

Mr Bertenyi (TSG RAN Chairman), on behalf of a number of TSG elected officials, presented the proposal that a review should be undertaken into the hosting of 3GPP meetings [3GPP/OP#42(19)07].  The existing hosting model had served 3GPP well since its creation but was now struggling to cope with today’s needs.

In the discussion that followed it was noted that there were three distinct areas that needed to be further analysed:
a) The funding model for hosting 3GPP meetings;
b) Decision making and financial accountability for meeting hosting;
c) The service level that is reasonable to expect for 3GPP meetings.

It was agreed that a Meeting Hosting Study Group (MHSG) should be established to address the issues above and to make recommendations for the future hosting of 3GPP meetings.  It was expected that a report from this study group would be available by OP#43.

Decision OP42/02:
3GPP Meeting Hosting Study Group established by the Organizational Partners to address the meeting hosting issues and to make recommendations for the future hosting of 3GPP meetings [3GPP/OP#42(19)07].
Concerning the composition of this group, it was agreed that each Organisational Partner should nominate three representatives.  They would be joined by the three TSG Chairmen and MCC support.  

Decision OP42/03:
Meeting Hosting Study Group to comprise three representatives of each Organisational Partner, the three TSG Chairman and MCC support [3GPP/OP#42(19)07].
Concerning the Convenorship of this Study Group, Mr Koo (TTA Head of Delegation) was requested to undertake that role.

Decision OP42/04:
Mr K.C. Koo (TTA Head of Delegation) appointed Convenor of the Meeting Hosting Study Group [3GPP/OP#42(19)07].
Action OP42/01: 
3GPP Meeting Hosting Study Group to address meeting hosting issues and to make recommendations to PCG#43 for the future hosting of 3GPP meetings [3GPP/OP#42(19)07] 
Mr Bertenyi (TSG RAN Chairman) also presented some detailed observations concerning meeting hosting [3GPP/OP#42(19)08].  A similar contribution had been submitted by CCSA [3GPP/OP#42(19)09].  It was expected that the observations made in these two documents would be contributed to the Meeting Hosting Study Group for further analysis.

My Mayer (TSG CT Chairman) noted that while it was difficult to select meeting locations which were accessible to all, one immediate improvement action that could be taken is to limit the number of occasions that any particular group would visit a country to one per year (excluding those meetings which have already been planned).  It was expected that this proposal would be further considered by the Meeting Hosting Study Group.

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

Mr Koshimizu (Funding and Finance Group Chairman) presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group that had taken place since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#42(19)04].  The report led to three recommendations which are addressed in the following sections.

Summary of 2019 H1 Income and Expenditure and Year End Forecast
The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for the first half of 2019 [3GPP/OP#42(19)05].  It was noted that, on the expenditure side, most budget lines were under good control with minor variations due to unpredictable workload.  It was expected to close the year with approximately 280 kEUR remaining in the budget.  It was also noted that, on the income side, final payment from TSDSI was expected to be received before the end of the year.

2020 Draft Budget and Partner Commitments
The Funding and Finance Group had prepared a 2020 budget proposal taking into account the workload within 3GPP and the estimated number of meetings to be supported [3GPP/OP#42(19)06].

Decision OP42/05:
3GPP 2020 Project Support Budget approved in accordance with the recommendation of the Funding and Finance Group [3GPP/OP#42(19)06].
Also proposed by the Funding and Finance Group had been an allocation from the budget for the continued development of TTCN for 3GPP terminals by TSG RAN.  The budget request in previous years from TSG RAN for TTCN development has been stable at 754 kEUR (58 man months) accompanied by approximately 32 man months of voluntary effort.  However, this allocation was increased in 2018 and 2019 to 884 kEUR (68 man months) to accelerate the development of Release 15 (5G) TTCN. For 2020, it was again proposed to allocate 68 man month (884 kEUR) from the central budget, complemented by approximately 32 man months of voluntary effort.  After due consideration the allocation for TTCN was approved as follows, in accordance with the recommendation of the Funding and Finance Group:
