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In this document,we’d like to:

1. point out a concern from CCSA

2. share some CCSA’s views on Common IMS including consideration of basic version and the scope.

1    Concern from CCSA

CCSA fully supports the intention of 3GPP to develop  a global common IMS specification in one place, taking into account both fix and mobile requirements.

Based on this, CCSA would also like to see a closer relationship between 3GPP and ITU-T in this activity, we would suggest 3GPP to coordinate actively with concerned groups of ITU-T  on the IMS deliverables and issues.

2 Common IMS

1) What IMS version will be used as a basis?  

Currently, based on 3GPP IMS specification,other SDOs and forums are doing modifications/enhancements more or less to meet their specific requirements.  If we use 3GPP IMS R7 (the latest version) as a basis, then all these modification/enhancements which have been agreed maybe a long time ago, need to be re-considered.  But if we accept the variance other SDOs made, what will be the criteria of accepting or rejecting?

2)  CCSA’s opinions on scope of Common IMS include the following points:

2a)  Apart from the “Core IMS” as explained in IMS1_02 document in the first confernece meeting, We think the Resource and Admission Control mechanism for different access technologies and Network Attachment mechanism for different kinds of terminals should also be aligned as much as possible, as we aim to make IMS access agnostic.

2b) We also think interconnection should be considered as one part of the Common IMS.

2c) Services applicable to both fixed/mobile access also need to be considered in the Common IMS.
