3.1
Review of Actions

The Actions arising from OP_IMS#2 were reviewed and the following comments noted:

Action OP IMS2/1: Contents Sub-Group to prepare a detailed list of contents which would constitute Common IMS, taking 3GPP/OP IMS#2(06)13 as the basis.

The Contents Sub Group have started their work and contributions 3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)02 & 03 represent their initial findings.  The action remains ongoing.
Action OP IMS2/2: Openness Sub-Group to prepare a proposed method for capturing IMS requirements in an open manner, taking documents 3GPP/OP IMS#2(06)02, 06 &10 as a starting point.

The Openness Sub Group have started their work and contribution 3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)05 represents their initial findings.  The action remains ongoing.

Action OP IMS2/3: Partners to complete the table provided in 3GPP/OP IMS#2(06)05 by providing updated information to the Secretary.

The Secretary reported that he had received responses from some Partners and that the consolidated results would be presented to the next meeting.  The action remains ongoing.

Opinions from OPs on ETSI’s initial proposal for discussion (slide 5 of document 3GPP OP IMS#1(06)02)
The Chairman confirmed that opinions in respect of the ETSI proposal had been received during the previous meeting from ARIB, ATIS, CCSA, TTC and ETSI.
TTA reported that they had not yet determined their opinion, but that this was expected to be achieved in time for the next meeting.

Action OP IMS3/1:
TTA to determine their opinion in respect of the ETSI proposal (slide 5 of document 3GPP OP IMS#1(06)02) for presentation at the next meeting.
5 Discussion items
5.1
Common IMS Candidates (contents sub-group)
Mr Hayes presented a contribution which outlined the plan for the Contents Sub Group and which explained how they proposed to complete their work [3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)02].  The Contents Sub Group had two aims: to provide a high level list of contents which would be suitable for approval by the 3GPP Partners, and to prepare a detailed list of contents which could be implemented by the TSGs.  It was expected that both lists would be completed in time for approval by the next PCG/OP meeting (18-19 April 2007).  Those wishing to join this activity were invited to forward their coordinates to Mr Hayes so that they could be included in email correspondence.
Also presented was the first results of the Contents Sub Group [3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)03].  It was noted that these results had been prepared using the 3GPP TR template, but it was clarified that this was only for convenience and that future versions would be prepared in a more organizationally neutral manner.  Concerning the content, it was clarified that the intention was to develop a content list which would constitute a consensus view of the term “Common IMS” but it was not the intention to go beyond that limit and to include all NGN related items. 

Dr Chatterjee presented the ATIS views in respect of the contents list [3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)04].  Some concern was expressed that a definition of “Common IMS” did not yet exist and that if that term became too inclusive it could be counterproductive.  It was clarified that the purpose of the Contents Sub Group was to prepare a list of contents which would form the definition of “Common IMS” and that whilst this would be based on technical analysis the final decision on the acceptance or rejection of each item would be based on consensus among the parties having a vested interest.  It was agreed that that contribution 3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)04 would be taken into consideration by the Contents Sub Group during their further work.
5.2
Openness in the new environment (openness sub-group)
Dr Chatterjee presented the ATIS views on openness, which focused particularly on the processes that should be put in place to ensure that the requirements of all market players are treated impartially [3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)04].  It was noted that current 3GPP processes were driven largely on a contribution basis and that work would only be advanced where industrial effort is provided.  However, it was agreed that contribution 3GPP/OP IMS#3(07)04 should be considered by the Openness Sub Group during their further work in order to ensure that there are sufficient safeguards to protect the interests of all parties.
Those wishing to join this activity were invited to forward their coordinates to Mr Hayes so that they could be included in email correspondence.
