ATIS Comments on Proposals for Openness 
ATIS submits the following comments on the current proposals dealing with openness. 
ATIS supports the effort to provide an open forum for analyzing and consolidating requirements which affect IMS. ATIS also supports the effort to provide a 3GPP process whereby all industry stakeholders can take their requirements on IMS and have those addressed in a fair and timely manner.
1. Placement of the IMS Requirements Analysis Group

ATIS supports the proposal that the Requirements Analysis Group be created as a working group within 3GPP’s TSG SA.
2. ATIS supports the proposal that the new IMS Requirements Analysis Group be created to develop technical reports utilizing references (pointers) to previously developed requirements which are submitted to it.

ATIS believes that the new IMS Requirements Analysis Group should be created to add value to the process of development of IMS-related specifications, and should not engage merely in the consolidation of inputs from various segments of the industry.  It should be allowed to engage in activities such as rationalization and harmonization of the input requirements from various segments of the industry.  It should also be allowed, where deemed appropriate in the collective view of the participants, to develop requirements on its own with a view to achieve their broadest possible applicability across various industry segments.

ATIS supports the idea that the new IMS Requirements Analysis Group should have a close working relationship with the SA2 (architecture) working group.  Although collocated meetings and/or other appropriate mechanisms are likely to be helpful in maintaining this close relationship, ATIS takes no position on which of these should be employed.  ATIS cautions the Ad Hoc that being too specific in defining how the two groups work together, may be unduly restrictive as the work develops.
