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ATIS has discussed the draft MHSG report with members. The feedback from members is that the majority does not consider that dual-hub should be expressed as an option for future meetings at this stage. ATIS therefore proposes the following revision to the conclusion.

The following recommendations are made regarding the applicability of Multi-hub meetings (cf Section 7.1):
1. Face to face meetings at a single location offer significant advantages. Meetings held in more than one location (multi-hub) are not desired, as they may lead to fragmentation of the community in regional bubbles. 
1. If the Annex I crisis situation extends and there is travel hardship due to return-quarantine or any other exceptional circumstance that makes travel unrealistic for one or more OPs, consideration should be given to a possible trial of meetings held in two locations (dual hub).
