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1
Opening of the meeting and Chairman’s remarks
The Convenor (Dr Chin) opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to Kobe.  Thanks were expressed to ARIB and TTC who had provided the meeting facilities.  The list of participants is given in Annex E.
2
Approval of the Agenda
The draft Agenda was presented and approved without modification [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)01].
3
Discussion on principles to be applied for 3GPP Scope revision
Dr Wee (TTA) proposed a number of principles to be adopted in pursuit of IMT-Advanced (IMT-A) specifications delivery [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)04].  This included the concept of “consensus building” among SDOs in order to harmonize candidate IMT-A proposals.  There was general support for the concept of “consensus building” but discussion arose about the manner in which this could be best achieved.  In particular, it was not immediately clear whether such action should take place within 3GPP itself, or whether it should be considered as a peripheral action undertaken by the SDOs.  After some discussion, it was concluded that the action of “consensus building”, whilst an important task to be performed, did not lead to the inclusion of any additional phrases within the 3GPP Agreement.  However, it was agreed to recommend to the Organizational Partners (OPs) that they debate this important subject during their next meeting in December 2007, in order to determine how such “consensus building” may best be achieved.
Decision OP SCOPE1/1:
Recommendation to be made to the OPs that they include an Agenda Item for their next meeting to discuss the manner in which “consensus building” among candidate IMT-A proponents may best be achieved [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)04].
During the discussion on “consensus building” the views of each OP was sought on where they intended to develop IMT-A specifications.  It was noted that all OPs had the intention of developing IMT-A specifications within 3GPP.  However, it was also noted that this did not prevent OPs from developing specifications externally for those technologies that did not naturally form part of the 3GPP family.

Also included within the TTA contribution was a proposal to align the terminology used in the 3GPP Agreement with that used by ITU-R, and specifically to refer to the term IMT-A.  It was noted that the term IMT-A had not yet been formally adopted by the ITU and therefore its use in other formal documentation was premature.  In conclusion, the Ad Hoc Group decided to recommend that it was not necessary to make specific use of ITU terminology during the modification of the 3GPP Agreement.
Decision OP SCOPE1/2:
Specific terminology used by the ITU (i.e., IMT-A) not necessary to be used during the modification of the 3GPP Agreement [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)04].
4
Discussion of detailed proposals from 3GPP OP representatives
4.1
ARIB
Mr Nakamura (ARIB) presented a contribution which proposed a timeline for the commencement of drafting work on IMT-A specifications [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)05].  It was noted that the ITU intended to distribute a Circular Letter in January 2008 on the subject of IMT-A, which would demand a response from the SDOs, and that this implied that preliminary high level work within TSG-RAN should take place during autumn 2007.  This would allow the more detailed work to start during Q1 2008.  
It was concluded that the timeline proposed by ARIB was quite an aggressive schedule but that this did not lead to any specific changes to the 3GPP Agreement.  It was noted however, that modification of the 3GPP Agreement would need to be achieved by September 2007 for 3GPP to meet ITU IMT-A schedule.  It was agreed that all TSGs should plan their work to meet the ITU IMT-A schedule and that the TSG RAN should organise a “high level” workshop before year end 2007 as part of its activity.
4.2
ATIS
Dr Chatterjee (ATIS) presented the proposed text changes to the 3GPP Agreement which had previously been discussed during the PCG/OP meeting held in Delhi (April 2007) [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)02].  The proposal had been updated to take into account other changes to the 3GPP Agreement that had been approved in Delhi. 
4.3
CCSA
There were no contributions discussed under this Agenda item.
4.4
ETSI

Dr Weigel (ETSI) presented proposed modifications to the 3GPP Agreement that had been prepared by ETSI [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)03].
4.5
TTA

There were no contributions discussed under this Agenda item.

4.6
TTC

There were no contributions discussed under this Agenda item.

5
Preparation of consolidated proposal for 3GPP OP approval
Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented a contribution which aimed at combining the text proposals of ATIS with the text proposals of ETSI [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)06].  
After some discussion, it was agreed to take document 3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)03 and attempt to produce a single proposal which would take into account the consensus views of all OPs.  During this process, the following issues were raised for clarification:
Limit of the scope change “evolved”
Proposals had been made to use the term “evolved”.  It was concluded that “evolution” implied the use of a starting point (i.e. existing 3GPP specifications activities) and the continued development from that starting point into the future.  However, the use of this term did not imply that the maintenance and further development of previously completed work would be excluded.  Moreover, there was no implied limit to such evolution which implied that 3GPP work could continue so long as the OPs wished it to do so.

Limit of the scope change “and beyond”
Proposals had been made to use the term “and beyond”.  It was concluded that “beyond” with a lower case “b” should be interpreted in the normal English language manner and that this should not be confused with the term “Beyond”, with a capital “B”, which had a specific meaning within the ITU.  Nevertheless, it was explicitly clear that “beyond” was intended to include IMT-A work.
Limit of the scope change “open”
Proposals had been made to use the term “open” in describing the evolution of the 3GPP Core Network.  It was concluded that the 3GPP Core Network was already considered to be open, since other communities (e.g., Cable, Broadband Wireless Access) had approached 3GPP with their requirements which had been taken into account in the development of IMS specifications.  

Limit of the scope change “migration strategies”
Proposals had been made to use the term “migration” in describing the potential for external communities to consider a migration strategy towards 3GPP technologies.  It was clarified that if any external communities wished to migrate their technology towards that being developed within 3GPP, then such proposals would be well received within 3GPP and would be treated on a case by case basis. 
Taking the above considerations into account, and adopting the principle that changes to the 3GPP Agreement should be kept to a minimum, a draft revised 3GPP Agreement was approved [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)07]. 
Decision OP SCOPE1/3:
Draft revised 3GPP Agreement approved [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)07].
6
Preparation of Report to 3GPP OP
The Secretary was requested to prepare a draft report for this Ad Hoc Group Meeting [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)09] and a draft report from the Ad Hoc Group to the Organizational Partners [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)08].  It was agreed that both drafts would be approved by the Ad Hoc Group by correspondence with a deadline set as Friday 27 July.

Action OP SCOPE1/1:
Secretary to prepare a draft report for this Ad Hoc Group Meeting [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)09] and a draft report from the Ad Hoc Group to the Organizational Partners [3GPP/OP SCOPE#1(07)08] and to circulate both drafts for Ad Hoc Group approved by correspondence with a deadline set as Friday 27 July.
It was agreed that once the draft report from this Ad Hoc Group to the Organizational Partners had been approved (27 July) it should be circulated to the 3GPP Heads of Delegation.  The circulation should contain a request that the approval of the proposed modifications to the 3GPP Agreement be achieved by the deadline of 31 August.

Secretary to circulate the approved report from the Ad Hoc Group to the Organizational Partners to 3GPP Heads of Delegation seeking their approval of the revised 3GPP Agreement by 31 August.
