Opening of Meeting and Chairman’s Remarks

Asok Chatterjee (PCG Chairman) opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to San Jose del Cabo.  Thanks were expressed to the North American Friends of 3GPP for hosting the meeting.

Approval of Agenda

The draft Agenda for the meeting was discussed and approved.  The approved Agenda is given at Annex A [3GPP/PCG#17(06)1r2].

Approval of Report of PCG#16
The draft report of PCG#16, which had been revised to take account of comments received, was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/PCG#16(06)30r1].

3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the action arising from PCG#16 was reviewed and the progress made in discharging it discussed [3GPP/PCG#17(06)03r1].  The following comments arose from this discussion:

A-PCG16/1
Mr Hadden and MRPs to prepare a summary of the key messaging "umbrella" after review with TSG chairs, for approval by PCG#17
It was noted that a contribution had now been received from the Communications Strategy Group [3GPP/PCG#17(06)20] and that this would be discussed under Agenda item 11.1 of this meeting.

The TSG RAN and TSG GERAN Chairmen had previously been requested to consider the viability of merging their respective TSGs.  Mr Howell (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented the results of that consideration which, in summary, suggested that the combined workloads of the two TSGs prevented a merger at this stage [3GPP/PCG#17(06)20].  Now that TSG GERAN had the intention of holding four TSG meetings per year it was theoretically possible to consider a collocation of the RAN and GERAN meetings.  However, this would present logistical problems given the combined participation in the two groups and that the MCC resources were currently shared between RAN and GERAN.  

The Chairman concluded that a merger at this stage did not seem to be viable but that the respective Chairmen would reconsider a merger when conditions permit.

4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1 TSG CT
Mr Hannu Hietalahti (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#17(06)04].  It was noted that the results of the IMS Workshop would be considered under Agenda item 5 of this meeting.
4.2 TSG RAN
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#17(06)05r1].  

The status of the work concerning the evolution of HSPA towards HSPA+ was questioned.  Mr Courau confirmed that the feasibility of this evolution was still under investigation within TSG RAN.

4.3
GERAN
Mr Howell (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#17(06)06].  
4.4
TSG SA
Mr Hayes (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#17(06)07].

Mr Hayes raised the matter of support resources, noting that the LTE and SAE activity could give rise to an increase in workload for which additional support would be required.  The Chairman noted these concerns which are further discussed under Agenda item 8.

It was also noted that the SAE activity would need to be undertaken taking into account the needs of non-3GPP access mechanisms.  In this context, SAE would be developed in a generic rather than access specific manner which would then render IMS suitable for use by users other than the 3GPP community.  This approach was seen as essential, given the growing interest shown by other communities in the use of IMS.
5
IMS Alignment
Mr Younge (ATIS) presented a letter on behalf of ATIS which stressed the need to prevent the fragmentation of  3GPP IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) [3GPP/PCG#17(06)14].

A Workshop had recently taken place involving 3GPP, ETSI TISPAN, CableLabs and other prospective users of IMS in order to address this risk of fragmentation and to debate means to prevent it.  Mr Hayes presented the results of that Workshop [3GPP/PCG#17(06)16].

Dr Weigel (ETSI) presented a contribution prepared by ETSI, which debated the widening of 3GPP’s activity, to include IMS elements currently being progressed within external bodies such as ETSI TISPAN, CableLabs, ATIS etc.  [3GPP/PCG#17(06)17r3].  This included the proposal that an Ad Hoc Group be created to further explore this possibility.  A number of questions were raised for clarification.
After some further discussion the Chairman confirmed the clear intention to aim for a single IMS and to take necessary precautions to prevent fragmentation.  It was agreed to request the OP meeting to take the necessary steps to achieve this and to propose that Dr Satoh (ARIB) be the convenor of any activity that may result.  To prepare for this discussion, Dr Satoh was requested to prepare draft Terms of Reference for an Ad Hoc Group.
Action PCG17/1:
Dr Satoh to produce draft Terms of Reference for the 3GPP OP IMS Ad Hoc Group for consideration by OP#16.
6
3GPP Progress and Status of Activities

The Secretary presented a document which contained the list of Features to be contained within Release 7 and those expected to be contained within Release 8, together with Gantt charts showing the progress made in completing them [3GPP/PCG#17(06)08].
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report on the progress made on the Long Term Evolution activity, together with a timeline showing the expected completion dates for the work [3GPP/PCG#17(06)12].

7
Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those Features which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#17(06)9].  The PCG approved the Work Programme changes.

Decision PCG17/2:
Changes to 3GPP Work Programme approved by PCG [3GPP/PCG#17(06)09].
8
3GPP Support

The Chairman noted that during the reports received from the TSG Chairmen, concerns had been expressed on the uncertainty of the workload which would occur during 2007 and that additional support resources might be required.  It was agreed that these concerns should be raised during the OP meeting in order to ensure that sufficient funding is put in place to cope with this possibility.

8.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#17(06)10].  There were no matters arising from this report.
8.2
New TSG funding requests for specific tasks

The Secretary presented a detailed analysis of the resources needed for TTCN testing in 2007 for both TSG RAN and TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#17(06)18].  It was proposed that 58 man months of resource be funded from the central budget and that the remaining 23 man months be found from voluntary contributions.  This proposal was included in the draft budget which would be submitted for approval by the OPs.  It was noted that the total investment in 3GPP testing was considerably greater than that shown in the given analysis, since there was significant activity in the development of prose test specifications which accompany the TTCN scripts.
9
Working Procedures and Working Methods

Dr Chatterjee (3GPP Working Procedures Group Chairman) reported that some confusion had arisen over Article 35 of the Working Procedures concerning voting rights.  The Working Procedures Group had prepared a revision of that Article which it was believed would remove that confusion.  During the discussion that took place during this meeting, some further refinements were agreed and the resulting modified Article was subsequently approved [3GPP/PCG#17(06)15r1].
Decision PCG17/3:
Revision of Article 35 of the 3GPP Working Procedures approved [3GPP/PCG#17(06)15r1].

Matters Arising from ITU

It was noted that there would be a meeting of the World Radio Conference during 2007 (WRC07) and the need for input to that meeting from 3GPP was discussed.  The Chairman concluded that it would not be appropriate for 3GPP to contribute directly to WRC07.

Matters Arising from MRPs 

MobileGNITE

Mr Nikkari (MobileIGNITE) presented an update on the activities of MobileIGNITE, stressing their involvement in promoting 3GPP results to the industry at large [3GPP/PCG#17(06)19].

GSA

Mr Sundborg (GSA) presented an explanation of the work of GSA [3GPP/PCG#17(06)28].

3G Americas
Mr Pearson (3G Americas) presented an explanation of the work of 3G Americas stressing the latest work being undertaken on public safety requirements [3GPP/PCG#17(06)22].

11.1
Communications Strategy Group

Mr Sundborg presented an update on the activities of the Communications Strategy Group [3GPP/PCG#17(06)20].

A discussion ensued on the activities of the CSG, where the need for a more proactive approach was raised.  In particular, it was hoped that an activity plan would soon be produced which made clear what could be expected from the CSG.  It was noted that the action arising from PCG#16 (Action 16/1) had not yet been fully discharged and that further results were expected to be communicated using the PCG exploder list with consolidated results being made available at PCG#18.
