Results of 3GPP PCG Workshop, Delhi, 17 April 2007

The Chairman gave an appraisal of the Workshop that had taken place the previous day, which had served to provide an update to Indian industry on the development of 3GPP specifications as well as to receive comprehensive feedback from Indian operators on their future plans and requirements.

TSG SA had requested additional meeting support since the workload within SA working groups had increased as a result of SAE activities.  This request was endorsed by the PCG, subject to budget availability.

The TSG SA report made reference to “CableLabs requirements” and this led to the questions as to whether “CableLabs” was an Individual Member of 3GPP or whether they represented an Industry segment.  It was clarified that CableLabs is an Individual Member of 3GPP through their ETSI Membership.  However, it was noted that the Cable industry had not always been consistently represented within 3GPP and that more care was needed for the future.  This discussion led to a more general discussion on the treatment of Trade Associations within 3GPP.  The Organizational Partners agreed to discuss this matter internally and to present their findings at the next meeting.

13.1
Communications Strategy Group

Mr Hadden gave an oral account of the activities of the Communications Strategy Group.  The Group had not been able to discharge its action in preparing a Communications Plan and there was little optimism that it would be able to do so.  Each MRP had succeeded in discharging their own objectives but the task of consolidating their plans had been to difficult to achieve.
Dr Weigel (ETSI) commented that the task of promoting 3GPP results was of the utmost importance, and that if the Communications Strategy Group was unable to undertake that role then 3GPP should look to the central budget to fund a permanent resource for this task within MCC.  This led to the proposal that 100kEUR should be set aside from the 2007 budget for the remainder of 2007.

Dr Chatterjee (ATIS) also supported the proposal in principle, but preferred a clear task description to be prepared before such funds are allocated.  In addition, the placement of such a resource need not necessarily be within MCC but could be remotely placed in one of the other Organizational Partners.

After general discussion it was agreed that the original intention of the Communications Strategy Group could not be fulfilled and that the best course of action was now to close that group.

Communications Strategy Group closed.
The task of preparing a draft Task Description for a promotional and marketing resource funded from the 3GPP central budget was assigned to ATIS on the understanding that they would prepare such a description within 2 weeks for further discussion among the Organizational Partners.
