At PCG#25, no actions were assigned to the Marketing and Communications officer. 
In the draft report of the meeting, some suggestions were made, as follows:

· Mr Blust (ITU-R) commented that 3GPP should consider participation in the events organised by ITU-D since these were frequently targeted at the same audience which 3GPP wishes to address.  Mr Blust had also noted that the presentations available on the 3GPP web site contained good technical content but there was a lack of market oriented material.

· Dr Chatteree (ATIS) praised the marketing and communications work that had been done to date, but felt that some improvements could still be made as follows:

	i) The materials used for 3GPP promotion should contain a blank space so that each Organizational Partner can add their own branding when these materials are used in regional events.


	A white space is left on each printed brochure (First example the February 2011 DVD & brochure).

	ii) 3GPP Speaker requests should be sent to relevant Organizational Partners first so that they can consider providing local speakers.


	This is agreed and the Marketing and Communications officer is currently formalising this process.

	iii) When Guest Membership is granted to a company the most relevant Organizational Partner should be informed so that they can contact the Guest to explain the benefits and conditions for full membership.

	iv) When ETSI, on behalf of the 3GPP Partners, has to defend a 3GPP related trademark the relevant Organizational Partner should be contacted so that they may assist in the defence.

	v) The Communications Plan should be circulated on the Marcom list prior to publication to enable the Organizational Partners to comment on it

Marcoms meeting to discuss promotion in 2010

A meeting of the available Marketing representatives from OPs and MRPs was held during the Mobile World Congress in February 2011 to gather guidance on how to improve 3GPP Communications.   

The discussion identified some simple steps that will allow the Marketing and communications Officer  to improve the 3GPP Marketing and Communications Plan.

The Report from this meeting has been circulated to the 3GPP Marcoms email list (23/2/2011).
Key actions for the 3GPP Officer are:
· Add one person from each MRP to the 3gpp_Marcoms email exploder list 

· Review the structure of the Marketing and Communications Plan to develop it to an improved format, as a strategic plan
· Explore ways to adopt strategic direction from the Leadership discussions – Monitor PCG and TSG level output for guidance on what actions are needed to deliver in line with 3GPP leadership discussion, including direct feedback to the Marketing and Communications Officer.
· More use of the 3gpp_Marcoms email exploder list, to allow early discussion on 3GPP support of events
· Web – carry out a review the SPECIFICATIONS GROUP and the SPECIFICATIONS/RELEASES  pages to ensure that there is easy access to clear and useful texts

It was intended to call a second meeting after the MWC over the “go-to-meeting” tool on the web. However, considering the time differences, it was decided to conduct a direct one-to-one approach to gathering inputs. This is on-going – due for completion during March 2011.

Changes were made in the Look and feel of the non-3GPP training resource (The SpecTool) and an auto-text was added to the training material to advise users that this was not 3GPP material and that the training site is not hosted by 3GPP. This was done at the request of TSG SA delegates. 

These updates have helped us to get this resource launched with some success – See the Web section of this document for details. However, the 3GPP marcoms officer will keep in close contact with TSG colleagues to monitor and react swiftly to any future concerns about providing such material on-line.

The work in 2010 to access Developing Markets has opened the door to repeat events in 2011, with our support for Indian and Russian 2011 workshops following the same formula as last year.  We plan to have a seminar session at the LTE Asia event in Singapore next September.
Mobile World Congress (Barcelona)
Several 3GPP marketing meetings were scheduled; including the 3GPP Marcoms meeting, Meetings for workshops (Russia and India) and meetings with publishers and Conference organisers (RCR Wireless, Informa). In addition, the Marketing and Communications Officer was responsible for coordinating 3GPP parts of the ETSI booth (Powerpoint, staffing and the 3GPP DVD for a give-away).

The Marketing and Communications officer has received an initial response from ITU-D (Mario Maniewicz, Chief, Policies and Strategies Department – BDT, ITU-R)  and there will be a discussion between 3GPP and the Technology and Network Development Division of the ITU-D to see how we can coordinate efforts.

They argue that while the market for connected devices remains embryonic, Consumer Electronics device connectivity will outstrip overall wireless market growth in the next five years. This trend is signalled by a wave of device categories – from e-Book readers to satnav devices – that are already starting to demand access to cellular data networks.
