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During review of the attachments to the LS from SA on updates to M.1457 (tdoc PCG28_20), the 3GPP ITU-R Coordinator (Mr Nicola Magnani, Telecom Italia) identified some typographical errors in the descriptive text of some Specifications. Furthermore, some Specifications had been moved between clauses 5.x.2.12 and 5.x.2.13 for ease of review in later revisions of the Recommendation by TSGs CT and SA; however, these changes were disputed by ATIS since they would disrupt that SDO's transposition arrangements.
Consequently, MCC offers the attached revised versions of clauses 5.1.2 and 5.3.2.  Only the "clean" files are provided.  It is possible that the 3GPP ITU-R coordinator, Mr Nicola Magnani (Telecom Italia) may provide a revision-marked version of these files, but the exercise to produce such files is not trivial and may not be possible in time.

The ITU-R Coordinator remarked that is was strange that CT/SA had decided to remove 29.231 from the GCS since it was cited in the descriptive text of at least one other spec.  Nevertheless, its deletion stands, since there has been no public discussion on this matter.

As an aid to finding specifications in the current documents, and as an aid to the OPs' transposition exercise, also included with the present contribution is an Excel file showing the specifications in each subclause, together with the version which is to be transposed (being that resulting from the September 2011 TSG plenary round).

MCC recommends that the PCG approves the documents attached to the present contribution as the relevant clauses of the offering towards M.1457-11.
