Mr Howell (PCG Ad Hoc GERAN Review Convenor) presented a report of the progress made by the Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/PCG#31(13)15].  The Ad Hoc Group had concluded that the current workload within GERAN necessitated its continuation and that whilst consideration could be given to collocation of meetings with the RAN Working Groups, and reducing the total number of meetings held each year, it was not deemed appropriate to fundamentally change the structure of this TSG.
In conclusion, it was decided that the Ad Hoc Group had completed the task assigned to it and should now close.  Any remaining discussion concerning meeting locations, meeting frequency and TSG Terms of Reference would take place within GERAN.

Decision PCG31/3:
Review of TSG GERAN deemed to be completed and PCG Ad Hoc Group on GERAN Review closed [3GPP/PCG#31(13)15].
It was noted that the Ad Hoc Group had been established as a precursor to a wider review of the distribution of work within 3GPP and that whilst it was proposed for GERAN to continue for the time being in its current form, the debate concerning the rest of the 3GPP structure still remained an open issue.  It was noted that any further discussion on 3GPP structure and distribution of work would take place on the basis of input contributions to future PCG meetings.

Mrs Wang (CCSA) presented a proposal for the manner in which the LTE brand should evolve in the coming years [3GPP/PCG#31(13)16].  This proposal was noted.

Mr Flynn (PCG Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group Convenor), presented the findings of the Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/PCG#31(13)19].

It was clear from the two contributions above, that the position taken by the PCG at its previous meeting concerning the use of the brands LTE and LTE-Advanced, were being followed by industry.  However, it was also clear that there remained work to be done in defining how those brands might evolve as the underlying technology evolves in the coming years.  It was therefore agreed that the Ad Hoc Group should continue to monitor the manner in which the LTE and LTE-Advanced are used by Industry, and to prepare proposals for the evolution of those brands.  
Action PCG31/1: 
PCG Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group to continue to monitor the manner in which the LTE and LTE Advanced Brands are used by industry and to prepare proposals as to  how those brands should evolve [3GPP/PCG#31(13)19].
It was noted that a wider participation from the 3GPP community (including Marketing and Communications experts) would be required for the Ad Hoc Group to be successful in its task.

It was noted that the proposals for streamlining this process could be separated into three distinct categories as shown below:
Proposal 1:
Improvement of internal communications/coordination amongst the TSGs on ITU-R communications.

There was clear agreement that this proposal would offer improvement to the process and should be pursued.
Decision PCG31/7:
Proposal for improvement of internal communications/coordination amongst the TSGs on ITU-R communications endorsed [3GPP/PCG#31(13)28].  
Proposal 2:
Shifting of the overall coordination role and process continuity role for ITU-R from the TSG RAN Chair to the MCC

For this proposal it was not felt appropriate to shift the co-ordination responsibility to MCC but that it should be retained by the TSG RAN Chairman.  This did not prevent the RAN Chairman from delegating tasks to the MCC but the overall responsibility should be kept at the TSG Chairman level.  In summary, this proposal was not endorsed.

Proposal 3:
Removal of PCG Approval for ITU-R communications

It was noted that for formal reasons it would not be appropriate to remove PCG approval from this process but that it should be retained.  In summary, this proposal was not endorsed.
