Introduction
ETSI agrees with the principle that a new marker for LTE progression beyond Release 12 should be established. There is a clear justification that the industry will be helped by guidance from 3GPP on the next step.

Proposal
ETSI proposes that Release13 is the first opportunity for an LTE phase beyond LTE-Advanced, noting that for the new brand to start from Release 13 it must – when combined with Release 12 innovations - add significant further performance enhancements or new features.

Allowing the new LTE phase to start from Release 13 is consistent with our public statement that 3GPP Release 12 remains LTE-Advanced. It also allows us to draw a line where a new industrial marketing phase can begin. Making this decision will allow members in the wider industry to move forward with an agreed LTE brand and will confirm 3GPP’s leadership in this matter.
ETSI suggests that the Marketing and communications officer send a short-list of proposals for the new brand name, with justification and recommendation,  to a small, but representative group within the Branding ad-hoc group.
