II) BACKGROUND
During the PCG31 meeting, ATIS submitted document 28 concerning the process for submission to ITU-R for M.series documents.  The purpose of this contribution is to discuss the process for submission to ITU-T for the Q.series documents.

According to PCG decision via email approval on July 12, 2013, the M.1457 and Q.1741 revisions are to be synchronized (the same TSG plenary output is used for the specifications going into both M.1457 and Q.1741).
ATIS understanding of the present process for submission to ITU-T for the Q.series documents is as follows:
· TSGs, in consultation with the MCC, draft the specification list perhaps with consultation with 3GPP TSG RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc.

· After approval by the PCG, the Q.1741 specification list is submitted to ITU-T SG 13.
III) ATIS PROPOSAL
ATIS proposes the following process for submission to ITU-T SG 13 for Q.1741 documents:

· The 3GPP TSG RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc starts the process for the revision of M.1457 upon receipt of the schedule contained in a liaison from ITU-R WP5D.

· The 3GPP TSG RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc advises TSGs CT and SA of the M.1457 revision schedule such that the Q.1741 revision schedule can be synchronized with it.

· TSGs, in consultation with the MCC and 3GPP TSG RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc, draft the Q.1741 specification list synchronizing the specifications with the equivalent TSG Plenary output incorporated in M.1457.

· The Q.1741 list of 3GPP specifications should then go to PCG for approval.
ATIS further offers to coordinate (e.g., provide reminders) future timelines and submission deadlines for Q.1741 to ITU-T for transpositions among OPs.
IV) CONCLUSION
In an effort to ensure that M.1457 and Q.1741 remain aligned, ATIS recommends that the PCG adopt the proposals in this contribution.
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
