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I) REFERENCE  
· Actions PCG30/2, /3, and /4 (from PCG30; contained in section 8.2 of PCG30_27r1)

II) ATIS POSITION
Consistent with previous discussions and the resulting decisions reached in the PCG, ATIS does not believe we should make any changes to the LTE and LTE-Advanced markers at this time; the industry has invested heavily in these markers and they provide significant worldwide brand recognition. Furthermore, ATIS recommends that any further discussion on a potential new marker beyond LTE-Advanced should be postponed until the completion of the Release 13 when we know its actual content much better.

ATIS recommends that the PCG continue to strongly discourage the introduction of alternate LTE markers and terminology within the industry that have not been developed by 3GPP and agreed by the PCG beyond the accepted “LTE” and “LTE-Advanced” markers.  

Furthermore, ATIS reaffirms the actions taken during PCG30:

· Action PCG30/2:  PCG Ad Hoc Group to continue to monitor the manner in which the market place uses the LTE name.

· Action PCG30/3:  Marcomms Officer to prepare and disseminate a public statement from 3GPP on the matter of terminology of LTE.

· Action PCG30/4:  Marcomms Officer to inform the companies using other terminology that LTE and LTE-Advanced of the 3GPP position in this respect.
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
